Arrangements after Chinese New Year’s Holidays

The EDB, after taking into account the latest development of the epidemic, advice
of health experts and the preparedness of schools, has decided that after the Chinese New
Year’s holidays, schools can arrange students of any individual level (including
Secondary 1 to Secondary 6) to return to schools to attend no more than half-day (either
in the morning or in the afternoon) face-to-face classes or take examinations. The upper
population limit of students to return to a school for each session should be capped at
one third of the school’s total number of students. In response to this, the school

arrangements will be adjusted as follows.

1. S1 - S2 First Examination

The S1 — S2 First Examination will be held as scheduled from 22" February to 5"
March. For details of the examination timetable, please refer to the Notice 116 issued

on 1% February.
2. Lesson arrangements

(a)From 22"? February to 5" March

During the period of S1 — S2 First Examination from 22" February to 5" March,
S3, S4 and S5 students will return to school alternately in the morning sessions on
different school days to attend face-to-face classes. On school days without face-
to-face classes, students should take online lessons as usual. Online timetable A
or B will be adopted for both face-to face classes as well as online lessons during
this period. However, please note that the roll call time for face-to-face classes

will be 8 : 15 a.m. For details of the arrangements, please refer to Appendix 1.
(b)From 9" March onwards

8" March will be a school holiday. From 9" March onwards, S1 — S5 students will
return to school alternately in the morning sessions to attend face-to-face classes.
Students, who are not required to attend face-to-face classes, should take online
lessons as usual. Online timetable A or B will be adopted for both face-to-face
classes and online lessons. Please note that the roll call time for face-to-face

classes will be 8 : 15 a.m. For details of the arrangements, please refer to Appendix

3. Distribution of marked examination paper
Marked examination papers of all subjects will be distributed to students on the
first two days of face-to-face class resumption. Subject teachers will go through
examination papers with students in face-to-face classes or online lessons
afterwards.

(¢) Parents of students who are absent but have not applied for casual leave or
sick leave will be informed of their child’s absence via Parent App on the
following school day. Parents are kindly requested to remind your child to
attend online lessons punctually.

(d) To enhance class interaction, students are requested to use devices with
cameras and microphones for live lessons.

(e) Students not having serious attitude towards live lessons, such as being late,
leaving early, not answering questions raised by teachers, etc., may be
regarded by subject teachers as absence from lessons. Related parents will be
informed of their child’s performance via Parent App on the following school
day. Parents are kindly requested to remind your child to attend online lessons
seriously.

(f) Students with the above-mentioned misbehaviors may subject to conduct
degrading. Students fail in conduct will not be able to meet the promotion

criteria.
